Havdallah Blessings 

One of the ways we sanctify the holy Shabbat is by distinguishing it from the ordinary
weekdays which precede and follow it. We mark the onset of Shabbat by taking a cup
of wine and blessing it by expressing our gratitude to the One who sanctified the
Shabbat. When the Shabbat departs on Saturday night, we do the same with vkscv.
Over a cup of wine,  spices and a candle, we bless the One who separates the Shabbat
from the rest of the weekdays. 

Lift the cup of wine of grape juice, and recite the blessing: 

Baruch atah Adonai, Eloheinu Melech haolam,

borei p'ri hagafen.
